Kagan states: “On first sight, 
these drawings seem to be 
photographs. From a distance, 
a drawing may appear to be 
an ambiguous image  
suggesting the body,  
weather systems, or patterns of organic growth. When the 
viewer gets up close to a drawing, it becomes completely 
abstract, a sea of small shapes.”
